Á The California Paw Grooming School, (6046 Lincoln Avenue, Cypress, CA 90630) is registered with 

the Bureau for Private Postsecondary Education. 

Á The approval courses are: (1) Pet Hygienist, (2) Groomer. 

Á The minimum required hours are based on selected course. 

Á Instructions are in-house with classes limited to a twenty-student maximum. 

Á A diploma is issued for satisfactory completion of each course. 

Á This school currently does not have available sponsored programs, government or otherwise, to 

provide grants or to pay for portions of tuition fees. 

Á For a student to be successful in their selected field in pet grooming, it is essential to have a love of 

animals, particularly dogs and cats, and not to be fearful of these animals. 

Á Prospective enrollees are encouraged to visit the facilities of the School and to discuss personal 

education and occupational plans with School personnel, prior to enrollment or signing enrollment 

agreements. 

 

Á School Facilities:  

F California Paw Grooming School is located in a spacious building in Cypress, California.  

F The classroom is one large room with grooming tables for individual student stations. 

F The school is air-conditioned. Restroom and snack facilities are conveniently located. 

F There is adequate parking available on our property. A bus stop is next door.  
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Á Entry Requirements: 

F We do not require a high school diploma.  

F We do require that an individual be able to read, write, speak and understand English. 

F We can provide lessons in Korean. 

F We suggest that an individual care for and love animals, particularly dogs and cats, and are not 

afraid of them. 

F Before entering school, the full tuition must be paid. You can discuss payment with director. We 

do not have any financing available for the courses. 

F Each student will be working as a separate unit, but class does include both group and individual 

instruction. The Instructor will work on an individual basis with each student, providing the help 

they need to better understand the program and to accomplish their selected goal. 

F The institution, the facilities it occupies and the equipment it utilizes, fully comply with any and 

all federal, state and local ordinances and regulations, including those requirements, pertaining to 

fire safety, building safety and health. 

 

Á Prior Education and Training:  

F Due to the unique nature of this course and its instruction, its intensity and the importance of 

continuity, no credit towards completion is granted for previous experience or training.

Á Each student is assigned a station use of shop. 

Á Equipment is allowed as follows: 

(1) Containers: Cotton and Q-tips for cleaning ears and eyes. 

(2) Bottles: - Alcohol, ear wash, ear powder, for cleaning ears.  

- Mineral oil for eyes, kwik stop for toe nails.  

- Kool Lub for clippers. 

(3) Liquid spray (for dematting), small pet rake, large pet rake. 

(4) Colognes for dogs and cats.  

Á California Paw Grooming School will provide bath tubs, shampoos, dips (organic), cream rinse, and 

towels.

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Á Record Retention Policy
